BRIEF COURSE DESCRIPTION

Recent years have witnessed a growing interest in anthropological filmmaking in the academia and the documentary film
world. With visual media playing an increasingly central role in the modern world, the textual bias of the social sciences
came under increasing pressure. Challenging this state of affairs, visual anthropology and filmmaking showed how
visuality provides new and creative means for understanding and representing social life. The visual has become a
primary tool for teaching, documenting, analyzing social phenomena but also communicating and engaging with broader
audiences. This course enables researchers to use film more consciously and creatively in order to gain a new perspective
in their approach to the world and learn to convey their ideas in a new language.

The course provides a state-of-the-art training for social scientists interested in filmmaking. It focuses on cross-cultural
ethnographically informed filmmaking, combining an intensive three weeks training in practical filmmaking with
discussions on history, genres, ethics and theories of visuality. Taught by academics and film professionals with expertise
in visual anthropology and ethnographic filmmaking, the course combines practical, hands-on camera training with a
series of theoretical sessions and masterclasses.

Applications are invited from graduate students, young researchers and junior faculty in anthropology/sociology and
connected fields interested in using film in their research and teaching.

Previous filmmaking experience is not required.
