In this paper, I do four things. First, I develop a novel version of moral realism, which I call token-token moral naturalism. Second, I argue that token-token naturalism is the most plausible version of moral realism there is.  The reason is that (a) non-naturalistic versions of moral realism are completely untenable, and (b) token-token naturalism is the weakest (or most noncommittal) version naturalistic moral realism, and so it follows that if realism is true, then token-token naturalism is true. Third, I defend this version of realism against some objections from relativism, most notably a traditional Mackie-style objection and a Horgan-Timmons-style Twin Earth objection. Finally, I briefly mention a strategy that one might use to argue that token-token naturalism is true.
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
